CALL TO WORSHIP AND THE ACCLAMATION

The People standing, the Celebrant says this 

Blessed be God: the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.
People And blessed be his kingdom, now and for ever.  Amen.

THE COLLECT FOR PURITY

The Celebrant prays (and the People may be invited to join)

Almighty God, to you all hearts are open, all desires known, and from you no secrets 
are hid: Cleanse the thoughts of  our hearts by the inspiration of  your Holy Spirit, 
that we may perfectly love you, and worthily magnify your holy Name; through 
Christ our Lord. Amen.

THE SUMMARY OF THE LAW

Then follows the Summary of the Law, or The Decalogue (page 100).

Hear what our Lord Jesus Christ says:
You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your 
mind. This is the first and great commandment. And the second is like it: You shall love your 
neighbor as yourself.

THE LESSONS

One or more Lessons, as appointed, are read, the Reader first saying

A Reading from Romans 14:5-12.

5 One person esteems one day as better than another, while another esteems all days alike. Each 
one should be fully convinced in his own mind. 6 The one who observes the day, observes it in honor 
of  the Lord. The one who eats, eats in honor of  the Lord, since he gives thanks to God, while the 
one who abstains, abstains in honor of  the Lord and gives thanks to God. 7 For none of  us lives to 
himself, and none of  us dies to himself. 8 For if  we live, we live to the Lord, and if  we die, we die to 
the Lord. So then, whether we live or whether we die, we are the Lord's. 9 For to this end Christ died 
and lived again, that he might be Lord both of  the dead and of  the living.

10 Why do you pass judgment on your brother? Or you, why do you despise your brother? For we 
will all stand before the judgment seat of  God; 11 for it is written,

“As I live, says the Lord, every knee shall bow to me,
 and every tongue shall confess to God.”

12 So then each of  us will give an account of  himself  to God.

21 Then Peter came up and said to him, “Lord, how often will my brother sin against me, and 
I forgive him? As many as seven times?” 22 Jesus said to him, “I do not say to you seven times, but 
seventy-seven times.

23 “Therefore the kingdom of  heaven may be compared to a king who wished to settle accounts 
with his servants. 24 When he began to settle, one was brought to him who owed him ten 
thousand talents. 25 And since he could not pay, his master ordered him to be sold, with his wife 
and children and all that he had, and payment to be made. 26 So the servant fell on his knees, 
imploring him, ‘Have patience with me, and I will pay you everything.’ 27 And out of  pity for him, the 
master of  that servant released him and forgave him the debt. 28 But when that same servant went 
out, he found one of  his fellow servants who owed him a hundred denarii, and seizing him, he began 
to choke him, saying, ‘Pay what you owe.’ 29 So his fellow servant fell down and pleaded with him, 
‘Have patience with me, and I will pay you.’ 30 He refused and went and put him in prison until he 
should pay the debt. 31 When his fellow servants saw what had taken place, they were greatly 
distressed, and they went and reported to their master all that had taken place. 32 Then his master 
summoned him and said to him, ‘You wicked servant! I forgave you all that debt because you pleaded 
with me. 33 And should not you have had mercy on your fellow servant, as I had mercy on 
you?’ 34 And in anger his master delivered him to the jailers, until he should pay all his debt. 35 So also 
my heavenly Father will do to every one of  you, if  you do not forgive your brother from your heart.”

THE NICENE CREED

On Sundays, other Major Feast Days, and other times as appointed, all stand to recite the Nicene 
Creed, the Celebrant first saying

Let us confess our faith in the words of  the Nicene Creed:

Celebrant and People

We believe in one God,
the Father, the Almighty,
maker of  heaven and earth,
of  all that is, visible and invisible.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, 
the only-begotten Son of  God, 
eternally begotten of  the Father, 
God from God, Light from Light, 
true God from true God, 
begotten, not made,
of  one Being with the Father; 
through him all things were made.
For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven, 
was incarnate from the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary, 
and was made man.
For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; 
he suffered death and was buried.
On the third day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; 
he ascended into heaven
and is seated at the right hand of  the Father.
He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, 
and his kingdom will have no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of  life, 
who proceeds from the Father and the Son,
who with the Father and the Son is worshiped and glorified, 
who has spoken through the prophets.
We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. 
We acknowledge one Baptism for the forgiveness of  sins. 
We look for the resurrection of  the dead,
and the life of  the world to come. Amen.



THE PRAYERS OF THE PEOPLE

The Deacon or other person appointed says these prayers, pausing after each bidding, and the people 
may add petitions, either silently or aloud.

Let us pray for the Church and for the world, saying, “hear our prayer.”

For the peace of  the whole world, and for the well-being and unity of  the people of  God.

For Foley, our Archbishop, and Steve, Thad, David, and Terrell, our Bishops, and for all the clergy 
and people of  our Diocese and Congregation. In our Diocesan Cycle of  Prayer we pray for 
St. Simons Anglican, St. Simons Island, GA & the Rev’d Canon Phil Ashey, Rector.

 Reader  Lord, in your mercy:
People Hear our prayer.

For all those who proclaim the Gospel at home and abroad; and for all who teach and disciple others.

Reader Lord, in your mercy:
People Hear our prayer.

For our brothers and sisters in Christ who are persecuted for their faith.

Reader Lord, in your mercy:
People Hear our prayer.

For our nation, for those in authority, and for all in public service [especially Joseph our President 
and Brian our Governor, the Commissioners of  Glynn County and our Mayors and city councils].

Reader Lord, in your mercy:
People Hear our prayer.

For all those who are in trouble, sorrow, need, sickness, or any other adversity especially those we 
remember in our hearts or with our voice.

Reader Lord, in your mercy:
People Hear our prayer.

For all those who have departed this life in the certain hope of  the resurrection, [especially ______,] 
in thanksgiving let us pray.

Reader Lord, in your mercy:
People Hear our prayer.

Additional petitions may be added. Thanksgivings may also be invited.

The Celebrant concludes with this or some other appropriate Collect.

Heavenly Father, grant these our prayers for the sake of  Jesus Christ, our only Mediator and Advocate, 
who lives and reigns with you in the unity of  the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. Amen.



THE CONFESSION AND ABSOLUTION OF SIN

The Deacon or other person appointed says the following

Let us humbly confess our sins to Almighty God.

Silence

The Deacon and People kneel as able and pray

Most merciful God,
we confess that we have sinned against you 
in thought, word, and deed,
by what we have done, and by what we have left undone. 

We have not loved you with our whole heart;
we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves.

We are truly sorry and we humbly repent.
For the sake of  your Son Jesus Christ,

have mercy on us and forgive us;
that we may delight in your will, and walk in your ways, 
to the glory of  your Name. Amen.

The Bishop or Priest stands and says

Almighty God, our heavenly Father, who in his great mercy has promised forgiveness of  sins 
to all those who sincerely repent and with true faith turn to him, have mercy upon you, 
pardon and deliver you from all your sins, confirm and strengthen you in all goodness, and 
bring you to everlasting life; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

THE COMFORTABLE WORDS

The Celebrant may then say one or more of the following sentences, first saying

Hear the Word of  God to all who truly turn to him.

Come to me, all who labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest.
MATTHEW 11:28

God so loved the world, that he gave his only-begotten Son, that whoever believes in him 
should not perish but have eternal life.

JOHN 3:16
The saying is trustworthy and deserving of  full acceptance, that Christ Jesus came into the 
world to save sinners. 

1 TIMOTHY 1:15
If  anyone sins, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous. He is the 
propitiation for our sins, and not for ours only, but also for the sins of  the whole world.

THE PRAYER OF CONSECRATION

The People stand or kneel. The Celebrant continues

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself; and when we had 
sinned against you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent your only 
Son Jesus Christ into the world for our salvation. By the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary he 
became flesh and dwelt among us. In obedience to your will, he stretched out his arms upon 
the Cross and offered himself  once for all, that by his suffering and death we might be 
saved. By his resurrection he broke the bonds of  death, trampling Hell and Satan under his 
feet. As our great high priest, he ascended to your right hand in glory, that we might come 
with confidence before the throne of  grace.

On the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had given 
thanks, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is my Body, which is 
given for you: Do this in remembrance of  me.”

Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, 
saying, “Drink this, all of  you; for this is my Blood of  the New Covenant, which is shed for 
you, and for many, for the forgiveness of  sins: Whenever you drink it, do this in 
remembrance of  me.”



Therefore we proclaim the mystery of  faith:

Celebrant and People

We celebrate the memorial of  our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of  praise and 
thanksgiving, and we offer you these gifts.

Sanctify them by your Word and Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of  
your Son Jesus Christ. Sanctify us also, that we may worthily receive this holy Sacrament, and 
be made one body with him, that he may dwell in us and we in him. In the fullness of  time, 
put all things in subjection under your Christ, and bring us with all your saints into the joy of  
your heavenly kingdom, where we shall see our Lord face to face.

All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity 
of  the Holy Spirit, all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and forever. Amen.

THE LORD’S PRAYER

The Celebrant then says

And now as our Savior Christ has taught us, we are bold to pray:

Celebrant and People together pray

Our Father, who art in heaven,  
hallowed be thy Name,  
thy kingdom come, 
thy will be done, 
on earth as it is in heaven.  

Give us this day our daily bread.  
And forgive us our trespasses, 

as we forgive those  
who trespass against us. 

And lead us not into temptation,  
but deliver us from evil.  

For thine is the kingdom, 
and the power, and the glory, 
for ever and ever. Amen.  

THE FRACTION

If the consecrated Bread was not broken earlier, the Celebrant breaks it now.

A period of silence is kept.



Then may be sung or said

Celebrant Alleluia! Christ our Passover Lamb has been sacrificed, 
 once for all upon the Cross.

People Therefore let us keep the feast. Alleluia!

THE PRAYER OF HUMBLE ACCESS

Celebrant and People together may say
We do not presume to come to this your table, O merciful Lord, 

trusting in our own righteousness,
but in your abundant and great mercies. 

We are not worthy so much as to gather up
the crumbs under your table;
but you are the same Lord
whose character is always to have mercy.

Grant us, therefore, gracious Lord,
so to eat the flesh of  your dear Son Jesus Christ, 
and to drink his blood,
that our sinful bodies may be made clean by his body,
and our souls washed through his most precious blood,
and that we may evermore dwell in him, and he in us. Amen.

THE MINISTRATION OF COMMUNION

Facing the People, the Celebrant may say the following invitation

The gifts of God for the people of God. Take them in remembrance that Christ died for you 
and feed on him in your hearts by faith, with thanksgiving.

The Ministers receive the Sacrament in both kinds, and then immediately deliver it to the 
People.

The Bread and Cup are given to the communicants with these words

The Body of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was given for you, preserve your body and soul to 
everlasting life. Take and eat this in remembrance that Christ died for you, and feed on him in 
your heart by faith, with thanksgiving.

The Blood of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was shed for you, preserve your body and soul to 
everlasting life. Drink this in remembrance that Christ’s Blood was shed for you, and be 
thankful.

**A note about Holy Communion:  All baptized followers of Jesus Christ are welcome to receive at 
this Table of the Lord. If you would rather not receive please come forward with your row and cross 
your arms over your chest and we would be happy to pray a blessing over you. 

Parents, please give both the clergy and your children instructions on whether & how they are to 
receive at communion.
